
Match Day Kit
Dear Player/Parent/Guardian

As a result of kit going missing and/or being returned damaged, Dodworth Miners Welfare JFC feel it necessary to remind everybody of their obligation relating to Match Day Football Kits and the Club.

01. The match day kit is the property of Dodworth Miners Welfare J.F.C.
02. The kit is to be worn on match days only and is not for use when  

      training, playing school football matches, social wear etc. especially 
       playing in the streets after games.
03. It is the responsibility of the player and the parent/guardian to look after the kit 
      whilst in their possession.

04. All kit damages and loss must be paid for unless the damage occurs on a match 
      day.

05. Any player leaving the club must return the complete kit to a club manager or 
      committee member within 7 days of departure. Failure to do so will incur a 
      charge to the players parent/guardian of £25, payable within a 14 day period; 
      unpaid charges will be referred to the Sheffield & Hallamshire F.A. which could 
      result in suspension from all football.

06. The complete kit will be collected at the end of the season (mid May) for an audit 
      and stock check. It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to ensure that the 
      kit is handed in on time.
07. Kit misuse and failure to return kit at the end of the season will result in the 
      player and (where applicable) their siblings suspension until further notice.

08. Any damage or loss must be reported to a club manager or club committee 
      member as a matter of urgency.

09. Due to financial restraints Dodworth Miners Welfare J.F.C. seeks to replace the 
      kit when needed therefore it is essential that the above code of conduct is 
      adhered to.
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
